I. CALL TO ORDER: The meeting was called to order at 8:05 am.
II. APPROVAL OF MINUTES: Rita motioned and Shirley seconded to pass the 9/17/09 minutes with a revision to the next meeting date. The minutes were approved.
III. WELCOME NEW MEMBERS: No new members.
IV. TREASURERS REPORT: Rita submitted a bill (for the 9/22 event) of $150 which leaves a balance of $15,736.84. Carla and Bonnie will be submitting receipts for reimbursement, also, from the 9/22 event for food and beverages. By the November meeting, Shirley would like to be able to share the results of the external audit that is in progress.
STANDING REPORTS:

I. Website Update 

· Community (Bonnie and Carla): Bonnie removed the flyer from the website. The resource guide and reference list are still active. There was discussion about making a clear separation of resources and having them labeled as, “Professional Resources” and “Community Resources” so users could more easily identify what type of content would be on each site. The specific content on the page (community versus professional) would be at the discretion of the team responsible for that area. At the end of each page, there would be a link to send the user to the other page. Bonnie would also like have a year calendar of events on the site for both professional and community offerings.
· Professional (Shirley and Nancy): Shirley emailed the members about the chat room to solicit feedback. Please send any feedback to Shirley and Nancy.
II. Membership: Jennifer gave her report to Bonnie to present. Currently, there are 15 WI ASPMN members. August 11th, Jennifer emailed all national members that live in WI about joining the WI chapter. She shared the feedback she received from two people. One person in Milwaukee stated they would be interested if the meetings were held in other cities. The other person, Paula Speering, was from New Berlin and is interested in joining. September 30th, Jennifer emailed the chapter a list of the WI members and the April PRN members for review.
III. Program (Rita and Deb): Deb and Rita have been planning the 11/19 program about opioids and the community. Due to scheduling conflicts, the guest presenters were unavailable. Deb has their content and generously agreed to present theirs along with updates received from the national conference she attended. Please see the next meeting section for location and times. She is finalizing the food, CEUs, and will email and post a flyer on the website when it is ready. Rita is organizing the fall ’10 conference and presented possible locations (SC Grand, Radisson, and Comfort Suites) and prices. She will continue to work on this. The chapter would like to have the conference in October to avoid conflict with the national conference in September in Minneapolis. 
IV. PRN/Professional Update: The chapter discussed whether or not to hold a PRN conference in spring of ’10. Concern was expressed about the amount of work needed to do both events in one year with limited people.
V. Community Update – September 22nd event: There wasn’t time to discuss this.
VI. Budget: See budget approval below.
Old Business:

· Bylaws: Rita motioned, Nancy seconded, and the bylaws were approved.
· Budget approval: The budget was not approved due to ongoing discussion and planning for 2010 goals. It will be continued at the next meeting.
New Business

· ASPMN national conference expense reimbursement: Rita motioned, Georgianna seconded and the members voted to reimburse Deb $1,000 for attending the national conference as a one time retrospective act. This decision was based on discussions at previous meetings to support the president or president-elect to attend the national conference. Discussion may continue about making an amendment to the bylaws for future support and clarity.

· The current ASPMN local chapter (merging of PACT and ASPMN) – 1 year review: One year has passed since PACT and ASPMN merged. Bonnie and Carla, who were part of PACT and are on the community committee, had previously discussed concerns about PACT’s identity and utility being lost with the merger. Much discussion ensued. In summary, there are five goals. 
1. Retain and recruit members by:

2. Surveying ASPMN members in WI and invite them to join the WI chapter live or through technology such as Microsoft live meeting.

3. Encourage/mentor the formation of more chapters in WI as member needs grow.

4. Increase the efforts dedicated to community resources by recruiting members who are interested in promoting pain management messages for our local communities (PACT).
5. Provide professional education to introduce new concepts and develop member’s knowledge in pain management by providing a fall conference every other year
6. Provide Pain Resource Nurse (PRN) programs every other year to develop PRNs in all healthcare settings.

7. Provide a strong financial base for our ASPMN-WI chapter by increasing our fund raising efforts by offering a fall conference.
8. Explore establishing a research committee.
