I. The meeting was called to order at 6:03 pm.  

II. The minutes from 10/16/08 were approved.

V. Agenda items.

a. How to be a member: Shirley did not have any new information from national since the October meeting.

The brochure should include the chapter’s mission statement, include processes on the chapter can help member’s, list the number of educational offerings, and give examples of activities the chapter has done in the past. 

VIII. Chapter Development. Shirley has been working with Beth Crowley at national. Beth assists with chapter development. It was suggested that Beth could help with submitting a formal letter of request for a mentor to assist the WI chapter with development. Shirley will follow up with national to define their commitment to supporting the chapter. Shirley would also like to know how national has helped in the past. National has included associated members to the membership since the WI chapter was formed. A motion to amend the bylaws to include associate members to the WI chapter. Another motion by the chapter is to match the membership year. Currently, the WI chapter’s membership year ends November 30th. It was proposed to change it to match national’s and be January 1st through December 31st. A third motion was discussed on October 16th and is in the minutes.
