IV. TREASURERS REPORT: The current balance is $14,966.84.
STANDING REPORTS:

I. Website Update 

· Community (Bonnie and Carla): Bonnie and Carla may add a new web-site.
· Professional (Shirley and Nancy): No changes. Bonnie will check the frequency the site is accessed and how often the chat room is utilized.
II. Membership: Jen emailed her report. There aren’t any new members. The members questioned if any thing will be getting mailed to the WI members about paying the 2010 dues. Nancy will work with Jen to contact the members.
III. Program: Helen & Rita are working on the February evening program: Creating Unit Based Education Programs. More information to follow-refer to the website. November 12, 2010, will be an all day pain education program at the Radisson near the airport in Green Bay. There will be a block of rooms reserved at the hotel if anyone wishes to spend the night.
IV. PRN/Professional Update: Nancy just received some correspondence about the PRN Train the Trainer program from the Alliance of State Pain Initiatives. Questions were raised about surveying the 4/09 PRN RNs about: how they are utilizing the education, are they using the website, what other topics are of interest, have they attended any ASPMNWI educational offerings (and if so, which ones),is/how is their organization supporting them, and sharing the feedback of the surveys with their sponsoring institutions. The Alliance does not have a survey for the attendees so Nancy and Shirley will develop one.
V. Community Update – Positive Solutions for Pain: see “Pain Support Group/Community Outreach, Positive Solutions for Pain, dated 12/16/09. The team is taking suggestions for another name. Please send them to Carla or Bonnie.
VI. Budget:  The budget still needs to be approved. It will be discussed at the January meeting. 
Old Business:

· The current ASPMN local chapter (merging of PACT and ASPMN) – 1 year review (opportunity for continued discussion): Time limitations prevented this discussion. It will continue at future meetings.
· External Audit (Shirley): Shirley presented the recommendations from Bruce Robertson’s 12/09 audit.
1. Funds should be in an interest bearing account with ability to write checks on the account. Statements should be sent to an officer other than the treasurer.

2. Consider a CD if no current use for funds.

3. Should have a statement (budget) for intended use of funds if one does not exist. 

4. Is this a registered non-profit organization?

5. Do you file an annual report? Unable to find.

6. Purchase and use a simple manual accounting ledger or software program to identify sources and use of funds and track dollar amounts.

7. Have basic treasurer report prepared quarterly to summarize cash flow and that includes a beginning balance, receipts by type, and ending balance.

These suggestions are bare minimum. If interested, there is more that could be done.
