I. The meeting was called to order at 8:05 am.  

II. The minutes from 1/15/09 were approved.

V. Agenda items.
a. Web site update: Bonnie presented an option through Vista. It costs $19.99 per month, offers unlimited pages and the best band width, uses paypal, and is $15 for the domain. The new site is WIASPMN.org. The password is ASPMN2009. Agreement was reached to limit access to certain people such as the secretary and those who would be updating the professional pieces (Bonnie and Shirley) to avoid confusion on updates and content. March 1st will be the start date. A motion to approve finances for the site and domain was passed. There will also be an avenue on the old website to redirect people to the new website for the duration of our contract.

b. Membership: Jennifer is working on a process for tracking the members. Shirley will help Jennifer.

c. Brochure: Shirley will get some brochures printed.
d. Program: Helen will follow up with Leslie about a program in spring in the Appleton area. The group discussed a schedule for educational programs sponsored by APSMN. These programs would be open to the trained Pain Resource Nurses as well.  It was decided to hold educational programs four times a year. Shirley will update the WI Chapter ASPMN brochure to reflect this change. It was suggested we hold these programs in the months of January, May, August, and November of each year.  Suggestions for topics included: equianalgesic, new medications, complementary therapies, the opioid tolerant patient, and ethics. These programs would be held in conjunction with our monthly meetings, but due to speaker availability may not be held on the third Thursday of the month.  There was debate about allowing people who are not APSMN members to attend and if there should be a fee for them, etc. After much discussion, it was decided to allow non-members to attend the programs free of charge up to two times. This will hopefully increase interest in our organization. Bonnie noted several other organizations do this so new people can see what the organization is like before joining. Bonnie will look at the Management Women website, who uses this technique, to see if there is any wording that we may want to use.

e. ASPMN Objectives and Bylaws: Shirley suggested we review the WI-ASPMN objectives/goals and bylaws at the next meeting.
