Agenda items:

· Report of combining organizations: Shirley is working with Beth, a national ASPMN support person, to assist with providing answers and supporting the merger of the WI ASPMN chapter and PACT. Clarification with subcommittee work and being a short term non-member is still needed. Shirley will submit a summary to Brenda C. regarding attracting members.
· Community representatives/members: There are two groups of members that were discussed. The first are community representatives who are volunteers from the community. The second are the health care providers/professionals (HCPP). Shirley drafted a membership brochure for the HCPPs. The team made suggestions for revisions and Shirley will email the revised brochure to the team. It was suggested to have the website added to the brochure as a resource and place to contact someone. The chapter membership fee was discussed. To simplify fees, it was proposed general membership to remain at $20 and students to be free. Shirley discussed how national dues are prorated and the amounts are posted on ASPMN’s website. Annual membership fees are due November 30th.  A motion was brought forward to amend the bylaws. The amendment would read to this effect: if a current member is holding an office or involved on a committee that the membership dues to be waived for the year they are involved.
· Meeting dates and times: The meeting dates will be the third Thursday of each month. The even numbered months (Feb, Apr, Jun, Aug, Oct, and Dec) we will meet at 8:00 am at St. Vincent in conferences rooms D & E. The odd numbered months (Jan, Mar, May, Jul, Sep, and Nov) we will meet at 6:30 pm at the Bridge to Health located at 486 Main Ave., De Pere, WI. The phone number is 920-347-0558. The presentation on November 10th about Methadone will replace the normally scheduled November meeting. There will be a business meeting after the educational offering.
· Website update: Bonnie spoke about the current site www.painandcomfort.org. It was discussed if there should be two sections; one for the public (similar to the current) and one for members. The members’ only section with a log-in as it may have sensitive communication. A decision wasn’t reached if it was necessary to log-in if team minutes were posted. The team liked the idea of a web that would have public and member sections. Each section would have a resource list. The professional site would have a bulletin board and minutes would be posted on the site. Bonnie requested help to maintain and develop the sites. A web committee was created. Carla will help Bonnie for the community and Nancy will help Shirley with the professionals.
· Positive Solutions for Pain Support Group: Becky stated that Brenda C. will no longer be able to help as she did with the support group.  Patty Dow will be contacted by Bonnie to see if she is interested. Shirley suggested that Tom Bekkers could help. Bonnie will follow up with Tom. Bonnie suggested that the team regroup in January and she will be on the committee. It was suggested to do a need assessment of the community. Bonnie will coordinate and follow up with the Aging Resource Center. The center has a master list of support groups.

· The next educational offering will be November 10th, 2008. Dr. Amy Yeatman will present, “Methadone: Friend or Foe?” Due to the increased difficulty with obtaining CMEs or CEUs it was voted that the educational credits will no longer be awarded for one hour events. They will be awarded at longer events i.e. PRN training. Although the WNA format is no longer necessary when CEUs are not given, a similar format will be used for the brochures/flyers. On evaluation forms, a line for future topics will be added. Helen will develop a list of websites to obtain CE credits.
